Special (Unendowed) Projects
	Involvement Opportunity Fund
	Grants provide students with hands-on supplemental materials for classroom use. Also provides funding for field trips that relate to studies in the classroom to provide an educational experience which students might not have the opportunity for otherwise. Funds may be requested throughout the year as needs arise and funds allow. Funds available vary and are based on gifts received from a generous, anonymous donor.
	

	Gracie’s Heart
